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In 2025, the articulation rate for AD graduates reached 91.5%. Among
these graduates, 85.6% were admitted to undergraduate programmes
offered by the eight UGC-funded local universities.

The College places great emphasis on providing different study
pathways for students. Students can take the “2+2" study mode and earn
a Bachelor's Degree in 4 years.

Since the establishment of the College, CIE has nurtured over ten
thousand AD graduates who successfully articulated to local and
overseas undergraduate programmes.

In the past 3 years, there were over 1,700 AD graduates who undertook
undergraduate studies in the eight UGC-funded local universities.
